The instructors worked with the abilities the children had and built on their strengths. Some of the children worked
on activities that allowed them to gain strength in their arms or legs. Some worked on improving their ability to hold
their breath and dive underwater to pick up rings they wanted to gather. Others worked on turning from stomach to
back while swimming so they could float for an extended period of time.

Camp Splash is an opportunity and experience that benefits the children and families beyond belief. Many of the
children who attend camp do not have the support to take a swim lesson in their local community. This camp not
only teaches a lifelong skill but also builds confidence and friendships. Everyone deserves the opportunity to learn
to be safe in the water and learn to swim.

The Rehabilitation Services Department at the Twin Cities hospital plans and organizes Camp Splash. By working
closely with the Foss instructors and the Womends Gener al
learn, grow, and develop confidence in all areas of their lives.
