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What is a Shriner?

Someone may answer: "Oh yeah, Shriners are those guys who always have those parades with
the wild costumes, wearing funny hats like flowerpots and have those big conventions."
Another may think of Shrine circuses and Shrine clowns.

"l don't know about that,” a passerby may add. "But | do know my little girl was born with club
feet and now they are straight, and she can walk like anyone else, thanks to Shriners Hospital
for Children."

"She can walk?" questions still another. "I thought the Shriners ran those fantastic burn
hospitals. I've read stories about them saving kids with burns on 90 percent of their bodies."

All those people are right. Each has experienced an aspect of the Shrinedom. What they cannot
experience, unless they are Shriners, is the camaraderie, deep friendship, good fellowship and
great times shared by all Shriners. What they may not know is that all Shriners share a Masonic
heritage and adhere to the principles of Freemasdmytherly Love, Relief and Truth.

Thirteen Masons organized the first Shrine Temple in 1872. That first Temple was named
Mecca and was in New York City. They knew they needed an appealing theme for their new
order, so they chose the Arabic (Near East) theme. The most noticeable symbol of Shrinedom
is the distinctive fez that all Shriners wear at official functions.

There are approximately over 400,000 Shriners now. There are 191 Temples and clubs,
throughout the United States, Canada, Mexico and the Republic of Panama. There are 22
Shriners Hospital for Children, 18 orthopedic hospitals, three burn hospitals and one hospital
that provides orthopedic, burn and spinal cord injury care. These hospitals have cured or
substantially helped more than 600,000 children at no cost to parent or child, since the first
Shriners Hospital opened in 1922.

Shriners Creed

Shriners believe in God and that He created man to serve His purposes, among which is service
to others in His name. We believe that care for the less fortunate, especially children who

suffer from burns and crippling diseases, is our institutional calling. We are patriots, each

willing to serve his country with fidelity and courage. We cherish independence under law and
freedom with responsibility. We honor family. We respect our parents, wives and children.

We should instill in our children the tenets of this creed, and the heritage from which it
emanates. As individuals we pledge ourselves to integrity, virtue and nobility of character. Our
intentions will be honorable, our relations will be trustworthy and our spirits forgiving of each
other. As brothers we offer each other fraternal affection and respect. Together we will support
each other in adherence to this creed, so that we and our communities will be the better because
of our fraternity and its principles.

As Shriners we look beyond ourselves to serve the needs of others, especially children who
cannot help themselves. We believe Shriners Hospitals to be the world's greatest philanthropy,
and we covenant with each other to support its "temples of mercy" with spirit, time, talent and
means.

the World is Urged to Support Gen-
oral Plan of Universal Disarmament.
Copies Sent to Each Grand Lodge.

There has been received In this clty
n handsomely. llluminated copy of o
resolution that hos been sdopted by

the grand lodge, A. F. & A. M. of
Washington art. its last annual meeting
which marks the deginning of & move-
mént that pronises to become world
wide, The resolution reads as follows:

“Whereas, By the excrcise of broth-
er love, we are taught to regurd the
whole human specles as one family,
who, as created by our Almighty par-
ent, are to ald and support each other;

_“And, Wherens, The upplication of
“that principie In the relation of na-
tions to eanch other is but the exten-
slon of the fleld of {ts operation from
individunls 'to groups of Individuals;

“And, Whereas, The represcntatives
of the several groups of individuals
comprising the principal nations of the
world are about to assemble o sccond
time in a peace conference at The
Hague, for the avowed purpose of pro-
moting the welfare of soclety;

“And, Whereas, Some of the govern-
‘ments there to be represented qre ear-
nestly seeking to relleve the peoples of
the world of the horrora of wir and of
the burden of malntaining armies and
navies, by the disarmament of nations,
and are andvocaling the discussion and
consideration, at this and future peace
conferences, of a plun for eventual dis-
armament; now, ‘therefore, be it

“Resolved, By the grand lodge of
Freo and Accepted Masons of Wash-
ington, in annual communication as-
sembled, that the Masonic Fraternity
throughout the world, Individualy and
through its severul grnnd bodies, are
urged ¢ support the general plan of
eventyul disarmament of nations. by
nssisting other moral forces in crystal-
lizing In the minds of our fellowmen-|
the pricciple of universal peace which
ia but a corollury of the principle of the
Brotherhood of Man, to the cnd that
our ch!ldren's children mny realize the
blesrings of that divine message, ‘'On
earth peace, god will toward men.

~And, be It further rasolved, That
a copy of this resolution be transmit-
ted by special communication from the
grand scorctiry's office to each grand
Jodge of Free and Accepled Masons
shroughout the world.”

No Attempt to Interfere,

The clrcular letter accompanying
this resolution sels forth that “by Its
adoption and transmission it is not in~
tended that the Mugonic - Fraternity
through its grand bodiesg shall In pro-
moting the object of’ the resolutlon at-
tempt to interfere with the functions
of government or Suggest & surrender
of any of the prerogatives or rulers In
whose domain they severully reside,
But it Is intended that the spirit of the
resolution. may be brought to the at-
tention of the brethern - through the sev-
eral grand lodges and_ft_fs_hoped that
the resolution will: with other moral
forces directed to the same énd, so ac-
tively exert it influence'in the support
of the principal-involved, that the con-
geience nnd  reason of men  wlill be
awakened to o realization of the error
of war and be inspired with o control-
ling desire for universal pcace. If the
resolution, even In an infinitesimal de-
greo assist in that awakening, It will
have fully accomplished Its purposes.”

1t Is not anti-militarism.that Js pro-
posed to alarm the patriotism of those
on guard but 4 movemaent tn which all
may agree without fear of loss, and if
responses should come from the grand
orlent and grand lodge of France. from
the grand lodge Alphla, from the Grand
Germany ‘and from the
Grand Orients of Italy, Spain and Bel«
glum, what will be the attitude of our
strict exclusionists?
